1. Dispute Resolution. Each party consents to and expressly agrees that the exclusive venue for arbitration of any
dispute arising out of or relating to any of the Transaction Documents o the relationship of the parties or their affiliates
shall be in British Virgin Islands. For purposes of this Exhibit C, the term “Claims™ means any disputes, claims,
demands, causes of action, requests for injunctive relief, requests for specific performance, questions regardi
severability of any provisions of the Transaction Documents, liabilities, damages, losses, or controversies
‘whatsoever arising from, related to, or connected with the transactions contemplated in the Transaction Documents
and any communications between the parties related thereto, including without limitation any claims of mutual
mistake, mistake, fraud, misrepresentation. failure of formation, failure of consideration, promissory estoppel,
unconscionability. failure of condition precedent, rescission. and any statutory clains, tort clains, contract claims, or
claims to void, invalidate or terminate the Agreement (or these Arbitration Provisions (defined below)) or any of the
other Transaction Documents. The parties 10 this Agreement (the * parties”) hereby agree that the Claims may be
arbitrated in one or more Arbitrations pursuant to these Arbitration Provisions (one for an injunction or injunctions
and a separate one for all other Claims). The parties hereby agree that the arbitration provisions set forth in this
hibit C. (“Arbitration Provisions™) are binding on each of them. As a result, any attempt to rescind the
Agreement (or these Arbitration Provisions) or any other Transaction Document) or declare the Agreement (or these
Abitration Provisions) or any other Transaction Document invalid or unenforceable pursuant to Section 29 of the
1934 Act or for any other reason is subject to these Arbitration Provisions. These Arbitration Provisions shall also
survive any termination or expiration of the Agreement.

Subject to the arbitration appeal right provided for in Paragraph $ below (the “Appeal Right”), the parties agree that
the award of the arbitrator rendered pursuant to Paragraph 4 below (the “Arbitration Award”) shall be (a) final and
binding upon the parties, (b) the sole and exclusive remedy between them regarding any Claims, counterclaims, issues,
or accountings presented or pleaded to the arbitrator, and (c) promptly payable in United States dollars free of any tax,
deduction or offset (with respect to monetary awards). Subject to the Appeal Right, any costs or fees, including without
limitation attorneys’ fees, incurred in connection with or incident to enforcing the Arbitration Award shall, to the
maximum extent permitted by law, be charged against the party resisting such enforcement. Judgment upon the
Abitration Award will be entered and enforced by any state or federal court sitting in British Virgin Islands.

() Within ten (10) calendar days after the Service Date, Investor shall select and submit to Company the
‘names of three (3) arbitrators that are designated as “neutrals” or qualified arbitrators by the American Arbitration
Association ("AAA”) or other arbitration service provider agreed upon by the parties (such three (3) designated
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persons hereunder are referred to herein s the “Proposed Arbitrators”). For the avoidance of doubt, each Proposed
Abitrator must be qualified as a “neutral” with AAA or other arbitration service provider agreed upon by the parties
Within five (5) calendar days after Investor has submitted to Company the names of the Proposed Arbitrators,
Company must select, by written notice to Investor, one (1) of the Proposed Arbitrators to act as the arbitrator for the
parties under these Arbitration Provisions.

After receipt of an estimate of atiomneys” fees
and costs and/or challenge(s) to one or more discovery requests, consistent with subparagraph (c) above, the arbitrator
will within three
(3) calendar days make a finding as to the likely attomeys” fees and costs associated with responding to the discovery
requests and issue an order that (i) requires the requesting party to prepay the attomeys” fees and costs associated with
responding to the discovery requests, and (ii) requires the responding party to respond to the discovery requests as
limited by the arbitrator within twenty-five (25) calendar days of the arbitrator’s finding with respect to such discovery
requests.

(a)  Within seven (7) calendar days of the Appeal Commencement Date, the Appellant (i) shall deliver
or cause to be delivered to the Appeal Panel copies of the Appeal Notice. all discovery conducted in connection with
the Arbitration, and all briefs, pleadings and other documents filed with the Original Arbitrator (which material
Appellee shall have the right to review and supplement if necessary), and (if) may, but is not required to, deliver to
the Appeal Panel and to the Appellee a Memorandum in Support of the Appellant’s arguments concerning or position
‘with respect to all Claims, counterclaims, issues, or accountings presented or pleaded in the Arbitration. Within seven
(7) calendar days of the Appellant’s delivery of the Memorandum in Support, as applicable, the Appellee shall deliver
10 the Appeal Panel and to the Appellant a Memorandum in Opposition to the Memorandum in Support. Within seven
(7) calendar days of the Appellee’s delivery of the Memorandum in Opposition, as applicable, the Appellant shall
deliver to the Appeal Panel and to the Appellee a Reply Memorandum to the Memorandum in Opposition. If the
Appellant shall fail to substantially comply with the requirements of clause (i) of this subparagraph (a), the Appellant
shall lose its right to appeal the Arbitration Award, and the Arbitration Award shall be final. If the Appellce shall fail
to deliver the Memorandum in Opposition as required above, or if the Appellant shall fail to deliver the Reply
Memorandum as required above, then the Appellee or the Appellant, as the case may be, shall lose its right to 5o
deliver the same, and the Appeal shall proceed regardss.

(b)  Subject to subparagraph (a) above, the parties hereby agree that the Appeal must be heard by the
Appeal Panel within thirty (30) calendar days of the Appeal Commencement Date, and that the Appeal Panel must
render its decision within thirty (30) calendar days after the Appeal is heard (and in no event later than sixty (60)
calendar days after the Appeal Commencement Date).

5.5 Appeal Panel Award. The Appeal Panel shall issue its decision (the “Appeal Panel Award”) through the
lead arbitrator on the Appeal Panel. Notwithstanding any other provision contained herein, the Appeal Panel Award
shall (a) supersede in its entirety and make of no further force or effect the Arbitration Award (provided that any
protective orders issued by the Original Arbitrator shall remain in full force and effect), (b) be final and binding upon
the parties, with no further rights of appeal, (¢) be the sole and exclusive remedy between the parties regarding any
Claims, counterclaims, issues, or accountings presented or pleaded in the Arbitration, and (d) be promptly payable in
United States dollars free of any tax, deduction o offset (with respect to monetary awards). Any costs or fees,
including without limitation attorneys” fees, incurred in connection with or incident to enforcing the Appeal Panel
Award shall, to the maximum extent permitted by law, be charged against the party resisting such enforcement.
Judgment upon the Appeal Panel Award will be entered and enforced by a state or federal court sitting in British
Virgin Islands,

56 Relief. The Appeal Panel shall have the right to award or include in the Appeal Panel Award any relief
which the Appeal Panel deems proper under the circumstances, including, without limitation, specific performance
and injunctive relief, provided that the Appeal Panel may not award exemplary or punitive damages.

5.7 Fees and Costs. As part of the Appeal Panel Award, the Appeal Panel is hereby directed to require the
losing party (the party being awarded the least amount of money by the arbitrator, which, for the avoidance of doubt,
shall be determined without regard to any statutory fines, penalties, fees, or other charges awarded to any party) to (a)
pay the full amount of any unpaid costs and fees of the Arbitration and the Appeal Panel, and (b) reimburse the
prevailing party (the party being awarded the most amount of money by the Appeal Panel, which, for the avoidance
of doubt, shall be determined without regard to any statutory fines. penalties, fees. or other charges awarded to any
part) the reasonable attorneys” fees, arbitrator and Appeal Panel costs and fees, deposition costs, other discovery costs,
and other expenses, costs or fees paid or otherwise incurred by the prevailing party in connection with the Arbitration
(including without limitation in connection with the Appeal).

6. Miscellaneous.

6.1 Severabiliy. If any part of these Arbitration Provisions is found to violate or be illegal under applicable
lavw, then such provision shall be modified to the minimum extent necessary to make such provision enforceable under
applicable law, and the remainder of the Arbitration Provisions shall remain unaffected and in full force and effect.

62 Governing Law. These Arbitration Provisions shall be governed by the laws of British Virgin Islands
without regard to the conflict of laws principles therein.

6.3 Interpretation. The headings of these Arbitration Provisions are for convenience of reference only and
shall not form part of, or affect the interpretation of, these Arbitration Provisions.

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REGISTRATION RIGHTS AGREEMENT

REGISTRATION RIGHTS AGREEMENT (this "Agreement"), dated as of January 14, 2026,
by and between TRYHARD HOLDINGS LIMITED, a Cayman Islands company (the "Company"), and
SUMMER EXPLORER INVESTMENTS LIMITED, a British Virgin Islands company (together with
it permitted assigns, the “Investor”). Capitalized terms used herein and not otherwise defined herein shall
have the respective meanings set forth in the equity purchase agreement by and between the parties hereto,
dated as of the date hereof (as amended, restated, supplemented or otherwise modified from time to time,
the "Purchase Agreement").

'WHEREAS:

The Company has agreed, upon the terms and subject to the conditions of the Purchase Agreement,
10 sell to the Investor up to Twenty-five Million Dollars (525,000,000.00) of Put Shares (as defined in the
Purchase Agreement) and to induce the Investor to enter into the Purchase Agreement, the Company has
agreed to provide certain registration rights under the Securities Act of 1933, as amended, and the rules and
regulations thereunder, or any similar successor statute (collectively, the "Securities Act"), and applicable
state securities laws.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged,

the Company and the Investor hereby agree as follows:

1.

ITIONS.

As used in this Agreement, the following terms shall have the following meanings:
a “Investor" shall have the meaning set forth above.

b "Person" means any individual or entity including but not limited to any
corporation, a limited liability company, an association, a partnership, an organization, a business, an
individual, a governmental or political subdivision thereof or a governmental agency.

"Register,” "registered." and "registration" refer to a registration effected by
preparing and filing one or more registration statements of the Company in compliance with the Securities
Act and/or pursuant to Rule 415 under the Securities Act or any successor rule providing for offering
sccurities on a continuous basis ("Rule 415"), and the declaration or ordering of effectiveness of such
registration statement(s) by the United States Securities and Exchange Commission (the "SEC").

d. "Registrable Securities" means all of the Put Shares which have been, or which
may, from time to time be issued, including without limitation all of the shares of Common Stock (as
defined in the Purchase Agreement) (the “Common Stock”) which have been issued or will be issued to the
Investor under the Purchase Agreement (without regard to any beneficial ownership o restriction on
purchases therein), as well as the Commitment Shares (as defined in the Purchase Agreement) (the
“Commitment Shares”), without regard to any limitation on beneficial ownership or restriction on purchases
therein, and shares of Common Stock issued to the Investor as a result of any stock split, stock dividend,
recapitalization, exchange or similar event or otherwise, without regard to any limitation on beneficial
ownership in the Purchase Agreement or rights and designations of the Commitment Shares.

"Registration_Statement” means one or more registration statements of the
Company.
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2 REGISTRATION.

a_ Mandatory Registration. The Company shall, within thirty (30) calendar days from
the date of this Agreement, file with the SEC an initial Registration Statement covering the maximum
number of Registrable Securities as shall be permitted to be included thereon in accordance with applicable
SEC rules, regulations and interpretations so as to permit the resale of such Registrable Securities by the
Investor (beginning with all of the Commitment Shares), including but not limited to under Rule 415 under
the Securities Act at then prevailing market prices (and not fixed prices), subject to the aggregate number
of authorized shares of the Company’s Common Stock then available for issuance in its Certificate of
Incorporation. The initial Registration Statement shall register only the Registrable Securities. The
Investor and its counsel shall have a reasonable opportunity to review and comment upon such Registration
Statement and any amendment or supplement to such Registration Statement and any related prospectus
prior to its filing with the SEC, and the Company shall give due consideration to all reasonable comments.
The Investor shall furnish all information reasonably requested by the Company for inclusion therein. The
Company shall have the Registration Statement declared effective by the SEC within ninety (90) calendar
days from the date hercof (or at the carliest possible date if prior to ninety (90) calendar days from the date
hereof), and any amendment to the Registration Statement thereafter declared effective by the SEC at the
carliest possible date. The Company shall keep the Registration Statement effective, including but not
limited to pursuant to Rule 415 promulgated under the Securities Act and available for the resale by the
Investor of all of the Registrable Securities covered thereby at all times until the date on which the Investor
shall have sold all the Registrable Securities and the Maximum Commitment Amount (as defined in the
Purchase Agreement) under the Purchase Agreement has been drawn down by the Company pursuant to
a Registration Statement (the "Registration_Period"). The Registration Statement (including any
amendments or supplements thereto and prospectuses contained therein) shall not contain any untrue
statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact required to be stated therein, or necessary to
make the statements therein, in light of the circumstances in which they were made, not misleading. In
the event that (i) the Registration Statement or New Registration Statement (as defined below) becomes
stale after the initial effectiveness of such Registration Statement or New Registration Statement and (ii)
the Investor still has ownership of any of the Registrable Securities, the Company shall immedately file
one or more post-effective amendments to facilitate the SEC’s declaration of effectiveness with respect to
such Registration Statement or New Registration Statement.

b, Rule 424 Prospectus. The Company shall, as required by applicable securities
regulations, from time to time file (in cach case, at the earliest possible date) with the SEC, pursuant to Rule
424 promulgated under the Securities Act, the prospectus and prospectus supplements, if any, to be used in
connection with sales of the Registrable Securities under the Registration Statement. The Company shall
file such initial prospectus covering the Investor’s sale of the Registrable Securities on the same date that
the Registration Statement is declared effective by the SEC. The Investor and its counsel shall have a
reasonable opportunity to review and comment upon such prospectus prior to its filing with the SEC, and
the Company shall give due consideration to all such comments. The Investor shall use its reasonable best
efforts to comment upon such prospectus within one (1) Business Day from the date the Investor receives
the final pre-filing version of such prospectus.

¢ Sufficient Number of Shares Registered. In the event the number of shares
available under the Registration Statement is insufficient o cover all of the Registrable Securities, the
Company shall amend the Registration Statement or file a new Registration Statement (a “New Registration
Statement”), so as to cover all of such Registrable Securities (subject to the limitations set forth in Section
2(a)) as soon as practicable, but in any event not later than ten (10) Business Days after the necessity therefor
arises, subject to any limits that may be imposed by the SEC pursuant to Rule 415 under the Securities Act.
The Company shall use it reasonable best efforts to cause such amendment and/or New Registration
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Statement to become effective as soon as practicable following the filing thereof. In the event that any of
the Registrable Sccurities are not included in the Registration Statement, or have not been included in any
New Registration Statement and the Company files any other registration statement under the Securities
Act (other than on Form S-4, Form S-8, or with respect to other employee related plans or rights offerings)
(“Other Registration Statement”) then the Company shall include such remaining Registrable Securities in
such Other Registration Statement. The Company agrees that it shall not file any such Other Registration
Statement unless all of the Registrable Sccurities have been ineluded in such Other Registration Statement
or otherwise have been registered for resale as described above.

Registration Statement, then the Company shall reduce the number of Registrable Securities to be included
in such initial Registration Statement (with the prior consent, which shall not be unreasonably withheld, of
the Investor and its legal counsel as to the specific Registrable Securities to be removed therefrom) until
such time as the Staff and the SEC shall so permit such Registration Statement to become effective and be
used as aforesaid.

steps (which, if in accordance with applicable SEC rules and regulations, may consist of a document to be
filed by the Company with the SEC pursuant to Section 13(a), 13(c), 14 or 15(d) of the Exchange Act and
to be incorporated by reference in the prospectus) to correct such untrue statement or omission, and deliver
a copy of such supplement or amendment to the Investor (or such other number of capies as the Investor
may reasonably request). The Company shall also promptly notify the Investor in writing (i) when a
prospectus or any prospectus supplement or post-cffective amendment has been filed, and when a
registration statement or any post-effective amendment has become effective (notification of such
effectiveness shall be delivered to the Investor by email on the same day of such effectiveness and by
overnight mail), (ii) of any request by the SEC for amendments or supplements to any registration statement
or related prospectus or related information, and (iii) of the Company's reasonable determination that a
post-effective amendment to a registration statement would be appropriate.

£ The Company shall use its reasonable best efforts to prevent the issuance of any

enable such Registrable Securities to be in such denominations or amounts as the Investor may reasonably
request and registered in such names as the Investor may request.

i, The Company shall at all times provide a transfer agent and registrar with respect
to its Common Stock.
